Location and Availability  
 
The Graceland University athletic training room is located in the East-end of the Closson Center. A 
certified Athletic Trainer will be available on site for all home varsity contests. During events, the 
trainer or training staff is available either on or near the Yellowjacket team area.  
 
If the visiting team trainer is unable to travel with the team, please let us us know in advance and we 
will be pleased to assist your student-athletes. Please provide your own taping materials as well as a 
written request from your athletic trainer or team physician for modality treatments that may be nec-
essary.  
 

Game Day Services
